We then visit Jamaica’s wetlands and enjoy a Safari Boat Tour. The
Great Morass 1s a 125 square mile wetland — the largest in Jamaica and
home to a host of exotic birds, crocodiles and feisty game fish. There are
also wild cane, ferns, water hyacinths and red mangroves with aerial
roots. After the tour, we journey pass the Waterloo Guest House which
has the distinction of being the first building in which electricity was
installed more than 100 years ago to our hotel. Overnight St Elizabeth.
Enjoy the evening at leisure.
